Backflow Devices Must Be Tested! 
Every calendar year, NYS mandates the testing of backflow prevention devices. Bethpage Water 

District will do this FREE of charge for our residential customers, from January 1st th rough 

August 31 st. If your device needs to be tested after August 31 st, BWD will perform the test but m::til~l.I"I.. 

for a nominal $25.00 service fee. Please call the District office to set up an appointment for a 

time you can provide access to one of our certified testers. 

This service does not have to be performed by the BWD staff, you can hire an outside certified 

tester. If you use an independent certified tester, please make sure all paperwork is forwarded to 

the District's main office at 25 Adams Ave. District hours are 8 a.m. - 4 p.m.

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With warmer weather upon us, please take 
some time and familiarize yourself with a few 
of the Nassau County Ordinances that must 
be observed.

Lawn and garden watering is prohibited between 
10 a.m. - 4 p.m. year round. 

Water your lawn or garden during the coolest part 
of the day (early morning is best). Do not water on 
windy days. 

Even-numbered addresses and non-numbered 
homes can water on even-numbered days; odd­
numbered addresses can water on odd-numbered 
days. 

The use of a hose for flushing driveways, sidewalks 
and streets is prohibited. Use a broom rather than a 
hose to clean sidewalks or driveways. 

All hoses must be equipped with a spring-loaded nozzle.
